Even though
we missed our friends who vend at OCE it
seemed that a lot of newer members were
able to explore new neighborhoods and get
to meet more members.

Financial look: The average craft 10% for
the month was $29.28, while the median
was $19.90. The food court 10% average
for the month was $119.58. The increase
in the booth fee brought in an additional
$3579.00 for the month.
